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TEMPORARY REGULATIONS
MARIJUANA DISPENSARIES AND
MARIJUANA GROWING OPERATIONS
March 9, 2010

Numbering throughout the final document will change from the numbers shown so as to provide
consistency and order.

|  GENERAL PROVISIONS:

1.5 DEFINITIONS:

15.110 MEDICAL MARIJUANA DISPENSARY: The use of any property or
structure for keeping, distributing, transmitting, giving, dispensing or
otherwise providing medical marijuana in any manner or form, in accordance
with Section 14, Article XVIII of the Colorado Constitution.

1.5.111 MEDICAL MARIJUANA GROWING OPERATION: The use of any
property or structure for growing or cultivation of medical marijuana plants, in
which the number of plants exceeds the maximum allowable number of plants
authorized under Section 14, Article XVIII of the Colorado Constitution for
each Medical Marijuana Patient who is also an owner, occupant, tenant or other
person in possession of the premises. Only Primary Care-Givers and/or Medical
Marijuana Patients may lawfully conduct a Medical Marijuana Growing

Operation.
1.5.134  PRIMARY CARE-GIVER: means a person other than the patient and the

patient’s physician, who is eighteen (18) years of age or older and has significant
responsibility for managing the well-being of a patient who has a debilitating

medical condition.
4 DISTRICT REGULATIONS & PRINCIPAL PERMITTED USES
4.12 NB - NEIGHBORHOOD BUSINESS ZONE DISTRICT
4,.2.4 SPECIAL REVIEW USES: Subject to issuance of a Special Review Use Permit.
4.12.4.10 Medical Marijuana Dispensary: The following are required, at a

minimum, in order to qualify as a Special Review Use and allow the
applicant to apply for the issuance of a Special Review Use Permiit:
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4.12.4.10.1 No medical marijuana dispensary shall be located within five-
hundred (500) feet (measured along a straight line from the closest
exterior property line that houses the dispensary to the nearest property
line of the premises in question) of any school, child care center, family
child care home, public park, drug or alcohol rehabilitation facility;

4.12.4.10.2 No new medical marijuana dispensary shall be located within
one-thousand (1,000) feet (measured along a straight line from the
closest exterior property line that houses the existing dispensary to the
nearest property line of the property proposed to house the new
dispensary) of another medical marijuana dispensary existing at the
time of the establishment of the new dispensary;

4,12.4.10.3 There shall be no advertising signs other than one (1) flush
wall sign, door placard or window sign on the front of the medical
marijuana dispensary. No sign associated with a medical marijuana
dispensary shall use the word “marijuana,” “cannabis,” or any other
word or phrase commonly understood to refer fo marijuana unless
such word or phrase Is immediately preceded by the word “medical”
or the message of such sign includes the words “for medical purposes”
in letters no smaller than the largest letter on the sign., Off-site
signage is prohibited;

4.12.4.10.4 Marijuana plants, products, accessories and associated
paraphernalia contained in a medical marijuana dispensary shall not be
visible from a public sidewalk, public street or right-of-way, or any
other public place;

4.12.4.10.5 All growing of marijuana plants and all processing and
packaging of usable forms of marijuana on the premises of a medical
marijuana dispensary shall be conducted indoors at a place that is not
open to the general public, or in plain view of the general public.

412.4.106 A Medical Marijuana Dispensary shall not be located in a
movable or mobile vehicle or structure.

4.13 RHB - RURAL HIGHWAY BUSINESS ZONE DISTRICT

4.13.2 ALLOWED USES: Notes: (1) This zone district is subject to Section 3 “General
Regulations” of this Resolution; (2) Development of undeveloped property; any
substantial change of use (or occupancy as per the Building Code of Fremont County)
from one use to another use; or any substantial expansion or enlargement of an
existing use in this zone district will require compliance with Section 8.3 Site

Development Plan of this Resolution.

4.13.2.18 Medical Marijuana Dispensary; The following are required in
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order to qualify as an allowed use:

4.13.2.18.1 No medical marijuana dispensary shall be located within five-
hundred (500) feet (measured along a straight line from the closest
exterior property line that houses the dispensary to the nearest
property line of the premises in question) of any school, child care
center, family child care home, public park, drag or alcohol
rehabilitation facility;

4.13.2.18.2 No new medical marijuana dispensary shall be located within
one-thousand (1,000) feet (measured along a straight line from the
closest exterior property line that houses the existing dispensary to the
nearest property line of the property proposed to house the new
dispensary) of another medical marijuana dispensary existing at the
time of the establishment of the new dispensary;

4.13.2.18.3 There shall be no advertising signs other than one (1) flush
wall sign, door placard or window sign on the front of the medical
marijuana dispensary structure. In addition, no sign associated
with a medical marijuana dispensary shall use the word
“marijuana,” “cannabis,” or any other word or phrase commonly
understood to refer to marijuana unless such word or phrase is
immediately preceded by the word “medical” or the message of such
sign includes the words “for medical purposes™ in letters no smaller
than the largest letter on the sign. Off-site signage shall be
prohibited.

4.13.2.18.4 Marijuana plants, products, accessories and associated
paraphernalia contained in a medical marijuana dispensary shall not
be visible from a public sidewalk, public street or right-of-way, or any
other public place;

4.13.2.18.5 All growing of marijuana plants and all processing and
packaging of usable forms of marijnana on the premises of a medical
marijuana dispensary shall be conducted indoors at a place that is not
open to the general public.

4.13.2.18.6 A Medical Marijuana Dispensary shall not be located in a
movable or mobile vehicle or structure,

4.14 BUSINESS ZONE DISTRICT
4 14.2 ALLOWED USES: Notes: (1) This zone district is subject to Section 3 “General
Regulations™ of this Resolution; (2) Development of undeveloped property; any

substantial change of use (or occupancy as per the Building Code of Fremont County)
from one use to another use; or any substantial expansion or enlargement of an
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repair shop, paint shop, machine shop, carpentry shop, upholstery shop,
rafting office, museum, boarding and rooming houses.

5.2.3 HOME OCCUPATION IIl: This use is intended to be allowed in zone districts
where residential uses are permitted in combination with large acreage parcels (nine
(9) acres or larger). This use is an accessory use provided all of the following
conditions are met:

5.2.3.12 A Home Occupation IIl may include the following uses or any similar use
or use which has similar neighborhood and infrastructure impacts: art studio,
beauty parlor, barber shop, dressmaking, photography services, telephone
marketing, machine shop, carpentry shop, upholstery shop, minor vehicle or
boar repair shop (not to include paint and body work also not to allow the
storage of inoperable vehicles and boats), gun repair shop, taxidermy,
personal semi-tractor/trailer parking (two (2) units maximum), dog grooming,
paint striping, nail salons, family child care home (not more that eight (8)
children, not including the resident’s children), a Primary Care-Giver
(provided that the care-giver manages the well-being of no more than three (3)
patients, including the care giver(if applicable)) who have a debilitating
medical condition as defined by the Colorado Constitution) and professional
offices (i.e., legal medical, dental, surveying, engineering, architectural,
planning, accounting, insurance).

5.2.3.13 A Home Occupation III shall not be interpreted to include the following or
any similar use or use which has similar neighborhood and infrastructure
impacts: retail store, medical marijuana dispensary, medical marijuana
growing operation, nursing home, hospital, medical clinic, kennel, restaurant,
lounge, financial institution, paint shop, rafting office, museum, boarding and
rooming houses
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
